In accordance with the historic practice of the Christian Church, our 

congregation practices close communion, meaning that normally our 

members and members of our sister (LCMS) congregations commune 

here. Please speak to the pastor about exceptions to this general 

practice. Please also note that this practice in no way intends to comment 

on the state of anyone else’s faith: we simply understand our communing 

together is also a public profession of unity in doctrine, which not 

everyone shares. Those who do not commune here may come forward for 

a blessing (simply fold your arms over your heart to indicate that you are 

not communing) or remain in the pew during communion and pray. 

 
 

PRAYER BEFORE WORSHIP 

O Lord, our creator, redeemer, and comforter, as we come together to 

worship You in spirit and in truth, we humbly pray that You would open 

our hearts to the preaching of Your Word so that we may repent of our 

sins, believe in Jesus Christ as our only Savior, and grow in grace and 

holiness. Hear us for His sake. Amen. 
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AS WE GATHER   

It was a night of watching by the LORD, to bring them out of the land of 

Egypt; so this same night is a night of watching kept to the LORD by all 

the people of Israel throughout their generations. Exodus 12:42 

 

Annually the Passover recalled how God had delivered His people from 

their slavery in Egypt, led them safely through the waters of the Red Sea, 

and, with a pillar of cloud by day and a pillar of fire by night, brought 

them into the land of the Promise. During Passover the people recalled 

this mighty act of God and nourished their hope for the final exodus from 

slavery to sin to full life with God. That final exodus took place from 

Good Friday to Easter Sunday when Jesus Christ passed from death to life 

that we might follow where He has led the way. Therefore, ‘if you confess 

with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God 

raised him from the dead, you will be saved.’ Romans 10:9 

 

This is the “Queen of Feasts” and the original church year revolved only 

around Easter. Every Sunday was later designated a ‘little Easter’ recalling 

with thanksgiving the miracle of our Lord’s death and resurrection for us. 

 

The practice of the early church was to set a vigil for the whole night 

before Easter.  St. Augustine (c. 300AD) comments, “This is the mother of 

all holy vigils; during this night the whole world keeps vigil.”  The vigil is 

a time of hope for the coming of Christ on the last Day, as well as a 

commemoration of His saving death and resurrection. The Holy 

Communion seals that promise as our Lord “abides in us that we may 

abide in Him.” 

 

The Easter Vigil has three parts: the lighting of the new fire, the 

recollection of God’s saving acts in the past, and the baptism and renewal 

of baptismal vows. During the night, the Church has historically baptized 

converts, children, and infants. Then as the sun rose in the East they 

would celebrate their first Easter as Christians. Although baptisms now 

take place throughout the year, the Vigil continues to be the most central 

focus of baptism in the church year.

NO PRE-SERVICE MUSIC 

This service begins as a continuation of Holy Thursday and Good Friday, 

the Vigil, with the other two, forming what is called in Latin the Triduum, 

which simply means “the Three Days.” With our Lord symbolically dead in 

the tomb as this service begins, we commence in silence and darkness, 

devoid of all joy.

(Congregation may face the rear of the Sanctuary) 

 

P:   My friends in Christ, whom the Lord dearly loves, at this 

most holy time, when our Lord passed over from death to 

life, we are gathered here in vigil and prayer.  This is the 

Passover of our Lord, whose victory over death we share in 

Word and Sacrament to celebrate His resurrection to life.   

  Let us pray: 

 

C:  O God, You are like a refiner’s fire, and Your Spirit 

enkindles the hearts of Your faithful people with the fire 

of Your love.  Bless, we implore You, this new flame and

When Pharaoh drew near, the people of Israel lifted up their eyes, 

and behold, the Egyptians were marching after them, and they 

feared greatly. And the people of Israel cried out to the LORD. 

11

They said to Moses, “Is it because there are no graves in Egypt 

that you have taken us away to die in the wilderness? What have 

you done to us in bringing us out of Egypt? 
12

Is not this what we 

said to you in Egypt, ‘Leave us alone that we may serve the 

Egyptians’? For it would have been better for us to serve the 

Egyptians than to die in the wilderness.”

hand over the sea and divide it, that the people of Israel may go 

through the sea on dry ground.

And I will harden the hearts of 

the Egyptians so that they shall go in after them, and I will get 

glory over Pharaoh and all his host, his chariots, and his 

horsemen. 
18

And the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD, 

when I have gotten glory over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his 

horsemen.” 

19

Then the angel of God who was going before the host of Israel 

moved and went behind them, and the pillar of cloud moved from 

before them and stood behind them, 
20

coming between the host 

of Egypt and the host of Israel. And there was the cloud and the 

darkness. And it lit up the night without one coming near the 

other all night. 

21

Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and the LORD 

drove the sea back by a strong east wind all night and made the 

sea dry land, and the waters were divided. 
22

And the people of 

Israel went into the midst of the sea on dry ground, the waters 

being a wall to them on their right hand and on their left. 
23

The 

Egyptians pursued and went in after them into the midst of the 

sea, all Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his horsemen. 
24

And in 

the morning watch the LORD in the pillar of fire and of cloud 

looked down on the Egyptian forces and threw the Egyptian forces 

into a panic,

clogging their chariot wheels so that they drove 

heavily. And the Egyptians said, “Let us flee from before Israel, for 

the LORD fights for them against the Egyptians.” 

26

Then the LORD said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the 

sea, that the water may come back upon the Egyptians, upon their 

chariots, and upon their horsemen.” 
27

So Moses stretched out his 

hand over the sea, and the sea returned to its normal course when 

the morning appeared. And as the Egyptians fled into it, the LORD 

threw the Egyptians into the midst of the sea. 
28

The waters 

returned and covered the chariots and the horsemen; of all the 

host of Pharaoh that had followed them into the sea, not one of 

them remained. 
29

But the people of Israel walked on dry ground 

through the sea, the waters being a wall to them on their right 

hand and on their left. 

30

Thus the LORD saved Israel that day from the hand of the 

Egyptians, and Israel saw the Egyptians dead on the seashore.

SERVICE OF BAPTISMAL RENEWAL 

 

P: On this most holy day, the whole Church of our Lord Jesus 

Christ recalls His death and burial, rejoicing with great joy in 

the Good News of His glorious and mighty resurrection from 

the dead.  We also recall our death and resurrection in the 

waters of Baptism.  

 

 St. Paul says: “Don’t you know that all of us who were 

baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?  We 

were therefore buried with Him through baptism into death 

in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead 

through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.”  

Brothers and sisters in Christ, as Israel of old, we all at one 

time stood before the waters waiting for redemption.   

 

 And having been baptized, I now ask you to renew the 

promises made at your Baptism, to profess your faith in 

Jesus Christ, and to turn your back on the devil and all his 

works and all his ways. Therefore, I now ask you, do you 

renounce the devil, his works, his ways, his lies, his empty 

promises, and all the forces of evil? 

C: I do renounce them. 

 

P: Do you believe in God the Father Almighty? 

C: I believe in God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven 

and earth. 

 

P: Do you believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son? 

C: Yes, I believe in Jesus Christ, His only son, our Lord, who 

was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, 

suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and 

was buried; He descended into hell; the third day He rose 

again from the dead.  He ascended into heaven, and sits 

at the right hand of God the Father Almighty.  From 

thence He will come to judge the living and the dead. 

 

P: Do you believe in the Holy Spirit? 

C: Yes, I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, 

the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the 

resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. 

P: Do you promise to continue steadfast in this faith and in the 

promise of your Baptism, and, as a member of the Church, 

to be diligent in the use of the means of grace and prayer?

Then from the font, the worshippers proceed to the serving table from 

where you will take a piece of unleavened bread, dip it in honey, and eat 

it, symbolizing that through your baptism you have entered the Promised 

Land, the Land of Milk and Honey. You may come forward now at your 

discretion. When everyone has returned to their pews, then the following 

Baptismal hymn will be sung.
